Abstract

The purposes of this study were 1) to compare English reading comprehension
of Mathayom Suksa V students in schools under the educational service area office 12
before and after being taught by using the SQ4R teaching method, and 2) to study learning
retention of the students after being taught by using the SQ4R teaching method and after two
weeks.

The research samples consisted of 37 Mathayom Suksa V students studying
English Reading and Writing 10 course during the academic year 2019 in Chian Yai
School, obtained by cluster random sampling. The employed research instruments were
SQ4R lesson plans and a reading comprehension test. Statistics used for data analysis were
mean, standard deviation and t-test.

Research findings showed that 1) the posttest scores on English reading
comprehension of Mathayom Suksa V students were significantly higher than those of
the pretest at the .05 level, and 2) there was no significant difference at the .05 level between
mean scores of the posttest and those after two weeks.

9.1 HANNTIANTSITEUS

Machu Picchu is a 15th-century Inca site situated on a mountain ridge
above the Urubamba Valley in Peru, which is 80 kilometers northwest of Cusco. It was
probably created around 1450 near the height of the Inca Empire. There are many
speculations on the purpose of the building of Machu Picchu as it was a prison,
a self-sustaining city, a secret ceremonial center and a defensive retreat, but the most
common belief is that Machu Picchu was the estate of an Inca emperor Pachacuti
(1438-1472). It is often referred to as the "Lost City of the Incas”. Machu Picchu is
one of the Wonders of the World, which was discovered by Hiram Bingham,

an American explorer in 1911.
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Machu Picchu is made up of more than 150 buildings ranging from baths
and houses to temples and sanctuaries. It is divided into two main sections known as
the Urban and Agricultural Sectors, divided by a wall. The central buildings of Machu
Picchu use the classical Inca architectural style of polished dry-stone walls of regular
shape in which blocks of stone are cut to fit together tightly without mortal. Its three
primary buildings are the Intihuatana, the Temple of the Sun, and the Room of
the Three Windows. The compound contains more than 100 separate flights of stairs.
Most of the individual staircases were carved from one slab of stone. Machu Picchu is

located 2,430 meters (7,970 ft) above sea level in the Andes Mountains.

People who sleep less than 7 hours each night are more likely to have
health problems. For example, people who don’t get enough can suffer from high
blood pressure. During normal sleep, your blood pressure goes down. Having sleep
problems means your blood pressure stays higher for a longer amount of time.

For a start, you must stick
to a regular sleep schedule. Go to bed at the same time each night and get up at
the same time each morning, including on the weekends.

However, you must avoid artificial
lisht within a few hours of bedtime. Use a blue light filter on your computer or
smartphone. Also, you should get enough physical activity during the day. Try going
for a morning or lunchtime walk, but do not exercise within a few hours of bedtime.
Importantly, don’t eat or drink within a few hours of bedtime, especially alcohol and
foods high in fat or sugar. Remember to keep your bedroom cool, dark, and quiet.
Lastly, you should work with your healthcare team to find obstacles to good sleep,
