Abstract

The purpose of this study was to compare English reading
comprehension of grade 7 students of Chanumanwittayakom School before and
after learning by using the cooperative learning, with TGT technique.

The research sample consisted of 36 grade 7 students studying in the
second semester of the academic year 2023 at Chanumanwittayakom School,
obtained by cluster random sampling. The research instruments were 1) learning
management plans using the cooperative teaching with TGT technique, and 2) an
English reading comprehension test. Statistics employed for data analysis were the
mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The research finding revealed that the students’ post-learning English
reading comprehension was higher than their pre-learning counterpart
comprehension at the .05 level of statistical significance.

Our planet is home to about 30 million different kinds of animals.They are
beautiful, they are special and they always amaze us!

Chameleons can move their eyes in two different directions at the same time.
This helps them to spot' their enemies and their food. They eat bugs and are famous
for their ability to change colour. As a chameleon grows, its skin doesn't. When it gets
tight, they lose- it.
