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Thesis title: “The Effects of Cooperative Learning Instruction Using STAD Technique
on English Writing Ability of Grade 8 Students in Schools under the Secondary
Educational Service Area Office Bangkok 1”
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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to 1) compare the English writing ability of grade 8 students
before and after leaming through the cooperative learning instruction using STAD technique 2) compare the
English writing ability of grade 8 students after through the cooperative learning instruction using STAD
technique and the English writing ability of the students learning through the traditional method, and
3) examine the students’ satisfaction towards. the cooperative learning instruction using STAD technique.

The research sample consisted of 60-grade 8 students from Rajavinit (Mathayom) school in
the second semester of the academic year 2024, obtained by multi-stage sampling. One class was randomly
assigned as an experiment group-and another class was assigned as a control group. The employed research
instruments were 1) 9 instructional plans based-on-cooperative learning using STAD technique for 18 hours,
2) 9 instructional plans based on traditional teaching method for 18 hours, 3) an English writing ability test,
and 4) a questionnaire to access students’ satisfaction towards the cooperative learning instruction using
STAD technique. The statistics used for data-analysis-were the mean, standard deviation and t-test.

The research findings revealed that 1) the English writing ability of grade 8 students after learning
through the cooperative learning instructionusing - STAD-technique was higher than their pre- leaming
counterpart ability at the .05 level of statical significance, 2) the English writing ability of grade 8 students after
learning through the cooperative leaming instruction using STAD technique was significantly higher than the
English grammar ability of the students learning through traditional teaching method at the .05 level of
statistical significance, and 3) The students’ satisfaction towards the cooperative leaming instruction using STAD

technique was at a highest level.

In American English, the forms with to-infinitive are much more common than the -

ing form. However, while both these options are correct, there is a small difference between

their meanings.
