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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to 1) compare the reading comprehension
ability of grade 12 students at Saint Joseph Muang-Ake School in Pathum Thani province
before and after learning through the English integrated-skills instruction, and 2) compare
the topic writing ability of erade 12 students at Saint Joseph Muang-Ake School in
Pathum Thani province before and after learning through the English integrated-skills
instruction.

The research sample used in this research consists of 28 students from a grade
12 class at Saint Joseph Muang-Ake School in-Pathum Thani province, during the first
semester of the academic year 2024. The sample was obtained using cluster random
sampling. The research instruments were 1) ten hours of five learning management plans
for teaching English reading comprehension and topic writing using English integrated-
skills instruction, 2) a reading comprehension test, and 3) a topic writing test. The
statistics employed for data analysis were the mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The research findings revealed that 1) the students’ post-learning English reading
comprehension ability was significantly higher than their pre-learning counterpart
comprehension ability at the .05 level of statistical significance, and 2) the students’
post-learning English topic writing ability was significantly higher than their pre-learning
ability at the .05 level of statistical significance.

When one thinks of the colorful creatures of the sea, dolphins are not usually the
first to come to mind. Though they are born typically dark gray like other dolphins,
Chinese white dolphins become pink by the time they reach maturity. There are
a number of theories about why they change color over time. Some biologists
believe it is because the dolphins eat shellfish. Others say it is their blood showing
through their skin, similar to humans when we blush. Their rarity has led Chinese
white dolphins to become both a tourist attraction and an endangered species.
Despite the damage that has been done to the western waters of Hong Kong,
they are still the preferred habitat of the Chinese white dolphin. The construction
of Hong Kong's Chep Lap Kok Airport in the late 1990s caused a great deal of
stress for the local dolphins. Their population dropped from a mere 400 or so to
less than 100. While the airport was under construction, boat traffic increased, the
water became polluted, and the noise disrupted the dolphins' ability to navigate
and communicate: Most of the baby dolphins that were born during the
construction of this airport did not survive. Since so few of these dolphins reach
the age of reproduction, the species is in danger of extinction.

People come from near and far to watch the playful behavior of these rare
dolphins, which perform-like acrobats in their-natural environment. In a move
known as breaching, a dolphin jumps right out of the water, flopping back in with
a gigantic splash. Though they appear to be playing, dolphins may breech in order
to scare off predators, or simply to scratch an itch. Tourists also love to spot
Chinese white dolphins that are spy hopping. With this trick, dolphins come
halfway out of the water in order to snoop around. The curiosity of humans and
dolphins combined, however, creates various dangers for these rare animals.

According to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), around
half of the US population drink sugary beverages on any given day, with
consumption of these drinks highest among teenagers and young adults.
There are approximately 10 teaspoons of added sugar in a single can of cola.
The World Health Organization (WHO) recommends consuming no more
than 6 teaspoons of added sugar daily, meaning drinking just one serving of
cola a day could take us well above these guidelines.

As such, it is no surprise that sugary drink consumption is associated with an
array of health conditions. According to the Harvard School of Public Health,
people who drink 1-2 cans of sugary beverages daily are 26% more likely to
develop type 2 diabetes, and last month, Medical News Today reported on
a study claiming 184,000 elobal deaths each year are down to sugary drink
consumption.

According to Naik, a British pharmacist, an hour after drinking the beverage,
a sugar crash will begin, causing irritability and drowsiness. In addition, the
water from the Cola will have been cleared from the body via urination,
along with nutrients that are important for our-health. However, the finding
is not only applicable to Coca-Cola, but to all caffeinated fizzy drinks.
"Coke is'not just high in_high fructose corn syrup, but it is also packed with
refined salts-and caffeine," writes Naik on his blog The Renegade Pharmacist.
"Regular consumption of these ingredients in the high quantities you find in
Coke and. other processed foods and drinks, can lead to higher blood
pressure, heart disease, diabetes and-obesity."
