Abstract

The purposes of this study were to 1) compare the English reading
comprehension of Mathayom Suksa I11 students before and after learning from
teaching English reading by using Murdoch Integrated Approach (MIA), and 2) study
the Mathayom Suksa 111 students’ opinion towards teaching English reading by using
Murdoch Integrated Approach.

The research sample consisted of 30 Mathayom Suksa 111 students of
Thachang Wittayakarn School, Thachang district, Sing Buri province in the second
semester of the academic year 2020, obtained by multistage random sampling. The
employed research instruments were learning management plans for teaching English
reading by using Murdoch Integrated Approach, an English reading comprehension
test, and an opinion questionnaire towards teaching English reading by using
Murdoch Integrated Approach. Statistics employed for data analysis were the mean,
standard deviation, and t-test.

The research findings revealed that 1) the students’ post-learning English
reading comprehension was higher than their pre-learning counterpart comprehension
at the .01 level of statistical significance; and 2) the students’ opinion towards
teaching English reading by using Murdoch Integrated Approach was at the highest
level.

Body piercing

If you walk through a shopping mall, you are sure to see some people with
earrings, nose rings and even pieces of metal stuck to their tongues and navels! In
recent years, this is a common sight in cities in North America, Europe and Asia.
But don’t be fooled that the practice in new. For over 4,000 years, people in
different parts of the world have been doing the same thing.

We call the act, or practice, of making a hole in a person’s skin “body
piercing”. In the past, body piercing was usually done to show courage, endurance,
even power. Today, it is more about making the person fashionable and more
attractive, especially when beautiful or expensive jewellery is worn in the holes.

And the idea of modifying the body to look beautiful is not new either.

In northern Thailand, some people consider a long neck a sign of beauty. So they
put metal rings round young girls’ necks, adding a new ring each year. The heavy
rings push the girls’ shoulders down and thus make their necks look longer.

To the woman in Borneo, long ears are beautiful. In some areas, they wear
heavy earrings in their earlobes to stretch them. Then they add new ones every year
to stretch them further. The longer their ears, the more beautiful they feel! In other
areas, the women put pieces of wood in the earlobes instead of rings. They start
with small pieces and change them every few years until the holes become really big!

So you see, body modification, of which body piercing is a form, is really
age-old and widespread. And if you ever consider getting some part of your body

pierced, take this advice: make sure you are prepared to live with it for life. Also,
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get a doctor or someone you trust to do the piercing. The tools for it must be germ-
free; otherwise, it can be dangerous.

Tiny plastic balls in the ocean

Many people scrub their faces with special liquid soaps. These soaps make the skin on
their faces feel and look healthy because they act as an abrasive. These soaps have tiny balls of
plastic in them called “microbeads,” and these microbeads scrape off the top layer of dead skin. It
makes the skin on the face seem to glow red. However, these plastic beads wash away with the
water in the sink and go down the drain, but they don’t disappear. Instead, they end up in our rivers,
lakes and oceans.

The problem with microbeads is that they don’t biodegrade. This means that bacteria and
other environmental forces don’t break them down into harmless substances. When they end up
in large bodies of water, they are still tiny balls of plastic, and they get eaten by marine life.

The stomachs of these animals fill up with the microbeads, and when we eat fish and other types of
seafood, we might eat those microbeads as well. The same thing happens to other animals that

eat these animals, so the effect is bad overall.

The Panda Bear

One of the most unusual animals known to man is a panda bear. Pandas live in
southwestern China. They live in misty forest of bamboo. There are two types of pandas: the giant
black-and-white pandas, and the red pandas. They weigh anywhere from 175 to 275 pounds. They
get anywhere from five to six feet in height. A new born panda cub is about the size of a chipmunk.
They are born blind and are completely helpless. They rely heavily on their mother. Once the baby
panda leaves its mother, it will live all alone.

Pandas are active during both the day and at night. The most important plant in the life
of a panda bear is bamboo. They spend about 12 hours of their day eating bamboo. Pandas have
special bones in their wrists that enable them to grab the stalks of the bamboo. They will peel away
the outer edge of the stalk and eat the soft inner portion of the bamboo. Their giant molars crush
the bamboo stalks. The pandas will also eat the bamboo leaves. Pandas have also been known to
eat sugar cane, rice gruel, a special high-fiber biscuit, carrots, apples, and sweet potatoes.

Pandas move in a very slow manner. Unlike other bear species, giant pandas do not
hibernate during the winter months. They live in a climate where they can be active and eat
